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SUBJECT: CONSTITUTION OF THE SOUTHERN UTAH UNIVERSITY 
STUDENT ASSOCIATION 

ARTICLE V 
Legislative Branch 

SECTION 1: The Legislative Branch consists of the Senate and the Assembly of SUUSA. 

SECTION 2: The Senate is the higher of the two legislative bodies and represents and serves 
the general student body and clubs chartered through SUUSA. 

SECTION 3: The Assembly represents and serves clubs chartered through SUUSA. 

SECTION 4: Both legislative bodies have the power to establish committees to assist in their 
legislative functions. 

SECTION 5: The Academic Vice President of each legislative body will appoint an
administrative assistant. The primazy duty of the assistant is to keep records of all legislation 
and meeting minutes. 

SECTION 6: In both legislative bodies, a quorum is necessary to conduct business. A 
quorum consists ofthree-fourths of the voting members. 

SECTION 7: A member of the respective body must present legislation. All bills must be 
posted for review by the respective bodies and the membership of SUUSA at least one week 
prior to a formal vote. 

SECTION 8: All legislation takes effect when passed by a simple majority vote (see Article 
V, Section 6) and upon signature of the SUUSA President. The SUUSA President may veto 
the legislation and return it to the Senate with his or her objections) noted. The Senate may 
over-ride a veto by athree-fourths vote; the legislation is then enacted. Should the SUUSA 
President not sign the legislation and return it within four school days of receipt, the 
legislation will automatically take effect. 

SECTION 9: Within three days of a passed bill and upon petition by five percent of SUUSA 
membership who disagree with a bill passed by the Senate or Assembly, the bill must be

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SECTION 11: The Senate elects a President Pro Tempore and provides other officers from 
this body as deemed necessazy. The President Pro Tempore assumes the presidency of the 
Senate in the absence of the Academic Vice President (see Article VI section 11). 

SECTION 12: The Senate is composed ofthree Senators from each ofthe colleges or schools 
of the University Senators must be officially accepted in, or major in, a subject azea within 
the college they represent. 

A. When a new college or school is added, a special election must be held within 
four full academic weeks after fall semester has begun to fill the new positions. 

B. When a college or school is eliminated or consolidated, those senators currently 
in office will complete their term. 

SECTION 13: The Senate has the power to create, revise, ratify, delete, and direct governing 
policies of SUUSA as deemed necessary. 

A. Senate will not create any policy that otherwise is appropriately created in another 
branch's or body's by-laws. 

B. Every branch and legislative body has the power to create, revise and delete any 
policies that govern their respective body. 

SECTION 14: Senate approves nominees for appointed positions with athree-fourths vote. 
Vacancies of positions will be filled within four weeks. 

SECTION 15: The Senate approves the allocation of student fees within SUUSA. 

SECTION 16: Senators approve the allocation of course fees within the college or school 
they represent. 

SECTION 17: The Senate establishes all election policies and procedures. 

SECTION 18: The Senate alone has the power to appropriate funds allocated to the Senate. 
Senate has the power to evaluate and validate these appropriations. 

SECTION 19: The Senate has the power to submit to SUUSA, by athree-fourths majority of 
the Senate, any proposed amendment to this Constitution. 

Assembly 

SECTION 20: The Clubs and Student Involvement Vice President (hereafter referred to as
the Involvement Vice President) is the President of the Assembly, but has no vote unless the 
Assembly is equally divided. 
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F. Communicate with the President and Administration of SUU; 
G. Delegate duties he or she is unable to fulfill to appropriate Executive Council 

members; 
H. Serve as a member of the Boazd of Trustees for Southern Utah University; and, 
I. Convene the Senate in a special session whenever the demand arises; with adequate 

notification of no less than 24 hours prior to the special session. 

SECTION 4: The primary responsibilities of the Controller are to: 
A. Manage the financial records of SUUSA in accordance with generally accepted 

standards and procedures of SUU, and under the direction of the SUUSA President; 
and, 

B. Educate SUUSA officers on the proper procedures in requisitioning SUUSA monies. 

SECTION 5: The primary responsibilities of the Executive Secretary aze to: 
A. Keep and preserve accurate minutes of all Executive Council meetings; and, 
B. Transcribe correspondence and carry out other assignments delegated by the SUUSA 

President and Executive Council. 

SECTION 6: The duties of The Academic Vice President aze, but aze not limited to: 
A. Act as the President of the Senate; 
B. Be responsible for the training and effectiveness of the Senate; 
C. Enforce all bylaws, policies, and rules established to govern the Senate; 
D. Appoint Senators to represent the student body on various University committees; 
E. Serve as a member of Dean's Council; 
F. Fulfill any duties assigned by the SUUSA President or the Senate; and, 
G. Nominate new senators in the event of a vacancy. 

SECTION 7: The duties of the Involvement Vice President aze, but are not limited to: 
A. Preside over all proceedings of the Assembly; 
B. Enforce all bylaws, rules, and policies of the Assembly; 
C. Appoint delegates to committees as deemed necessazy; 
D. Be responsible for the training and effectiveness of the Assembly;, and 
E. Coordinate all on campus organizations, and provide them with leadership 

training; 
F. Coordinate a club calendaz with the Activities V.P.; and, 
G. Nominate new delegates in the event of a vacancy. 

SECTION 8: The duties of the Activities Vice President are, but aze not limited to: 
A. Oversee the master calendar of all student activities; 
B. Nominate an Assistant to the Vice President; 
C. Nominate members to STAB; and, 
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D. Conduct the affairs of STAB (see Article VIII). 

SECTION 9: SUUSA Succession: In case of a vacancy in the office of the SUUSA President, 
the Academic Vice President will become President. In case of vacancies in the offices of 
President and Academic Vice President, the Involvement Vice President will become 
President. In the event that the President, the Academic Vice President and the Involvement 
Vice President positions aze all vacant, the Activities Vice President will become President. 
In case of a vacancy in the office of the Academic Vice President, the President Pro Tempore 
of the Senate will become the Academic Vice President. In case of a vacancy in the office of 
the Involvement Vice President, the President Pro Tempore of the Assembly will become 
Involvement Vice President. In case of a vacancy in the office of the Activities Vice 
President, the Assistant to the Activities Vice President will become the Activities Vice 
President. Senate must approve the succession of any individual to the Executive Council by

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B. Conduct a Judicial Review upon any duly filed grievance; 
C. Issue directives and legal orders for compliance with this Constitution, and other 

student codes when appropriate; 
D. Resolve election disputes, ensure constitutionality ofelections, and certify and 

publish election results; 
E. Participate in impeachment proceedings of any SUUSA officer or governing body 

that fails to comply, in a timely manner, with any judicial order that is served 
upon him or her; and, 

F. Act in any capacity required by SUU policy and procedure. 

SECTION 6: Any student organization or individual member of SUUSA may file a 
grievance with the Judicial Council against a member or body of SUUSA for a violation of 
the following: 

A. SUUSA Constitution; 
B. Legislative Bylaws; 
C. Election Bylaws; and, 
D. Other SUUSA legislation, policies, procedures, actions or functions that violate 

the Constitution, or individual or group rights. 

SECTION 7: Upon accepting appointment to Judicial Council, members agree to waive 
rights to, participate in any activities that conflict with the duties and interests of the Judicial 
Council, including, but not limited to, publicly endorsing or campaigning for candidates for 
SUUSA office. Any such conflicts aze subject to Senate directive, which requires athree-
fourths vote, and are then subject to SUUSA Presidential approval. 

SECTION 8: Before any member of the Judicial Council declazes candidacy for any elected 
office, he or she must first resign from the Judicial Council. 

ARTICLE VIII 
Student Activities Board Branch 

SECTION 1: The Activities Vice President has the power to appropriate student fees 
allocated to her or him in consultation with STAB. 
SECTION 2: The primary duty of STAB is to organize and carry-out social activities and any 
other SUUSA sponsored activities. STAB in no way will be limited to a fixed number of 
members. Members of STAB have the power to choose assistants and organize committees 
upon approval of the Activities Vice President. 

ARTICLE IX 
Qualifications and Elections of Officers 
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SECTION 1: The following are the generally elected officers of SUUSA: The President, the 
Academic Vice President, the Involvement Vice President, the Activities Vice President, and 
members of the Senate. 

SECTION 2: No student will be elected or appointed to office or allowed to maintain 
SUUSA office unless he or she is a member of SUUSA and is in good standing at SUU. 
Good standing is defined as not being on social or academic probation, or suspension, and 
having a minimum 2.5 cumulative GPA. 

SECTION 3: The term for all offices is one year unless otherwise provided for in this 
Constitution. All officers remain in office until the end of their term or until a successor takes 
the oath of office. 

SECTION 4: No person will hold two offices concurrently, elected or appointed, in the 
government of SUUSA. 

SECTION 5: General elections for all elected SUUSA offices will be held on two 
consecutive Wednesdays in March. 

SECTION 6: The oath of office for all elected and appointed officials is administered by the 
Chief Justice (see Article VII Section 3). This oath is administered at an inaugural event or in 
the presence of two or more witnesses and takes place on the third week prior to the end of 
the Spring Semester, or within two weeks of appointment. Failure to take the oath of office 
creates a vacancy in the office, which must be filled as provided by this Constitution. The 
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deemed necessary for the effective operation of SUUSA, as determined by Senate. All 
elected officers and all members of the Judicial Council of SUUSA can be impeached. 

SECTION 2: Any 100 members of SUUSA may, by petition, initiate impeachment against 
any officers) by following these requirements: 

A. Presenting a legibly signed petition, to the Chief Justice; which contains information 
to confirm membership of SUUSA, and; 

B. The petition must specifically state the alleged failure of the officers) to uphold his 
or her Constitutional duties. 

If the petition complies with these requirements, the Chief Justice will ensure that all 
signatures aze those of members of SUUSA, and form an Impeachment Committee. 

SECTION 3: Impeachment Committee: As the need arises, an Impeachment Committee must 
be formed. This committee will consist of: 

A. The Chief Justice of the Judicial Council; 
B. President and three Vice Presidents of SUUSA; 
C. Three members of the Senate; 
D. Three additional members of the Judicial Council; and, 
E. Two Delegates of the Assembly. 

This committee will be chosen by the Chief Justice through the means of random selection in 
the presence of the Senate. No one being considered for impeachment may be a member of 
the Impeachment Committee. The Chief Justice is the spokesperson for the committee and 
does not have a vote unless there is a tie. If the Chief Justice is being considered for 
impeachment, the senior member of the remaining Judicial Council will be the Chair. 

SECTION 4: The Impeachment Committee represents SUUSA in determining whether 
impeachment procedures are justified and should be carried out. The Impeachment 
Committee must communicate its decision in writing to the Academic Vice President. 

SECTION 5: When the majority vote is in affirmative of impeachment, the Academic Vice 
President will then initiate Senate proceedings concerning the matter. The officer, being 
impeached; has the opportunity to be heard by the Senate, with the Academic Vice President 
presiding. In the event that the Academic Vice President is the individual being impeached, 
the President Pro Tempore of the Senate presides as a voting member. Athree-fourths vote of 
the Senate is necessary to impeach and remove any officer. Any Senator not in attendance at 
the impeachment proceedings will automatically cast their vote against impeachment. Any 
Senator accused of impeachable offenses will not have a vote in the impeachment 
proceedings. 

SECTION 6: Proxy ballots will not be allowed in impeachments proceedings. A quorum in 
an impeachment proceeding is defined as two-thirds of the Senate. 
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
